·  (pronounced: F-A-Q or fak) A list of questions and answers related to a Web site, newsgroup, software, or any kind of product or service.
· One of the buttons at the top of a Web browser. By clicking on it, you "go back" to the previous Web page. Sometimes, this feature does not work in frames, but besides that, it's one of the greatest inventions since e-mail.
· World wide web
· To transfer a file from computer to server or internet.
· An acronym/term that describes the location and access method of a resource on the Internet. One could say a URL is what a telephone number is to a telephone or what a street address is to a house
· Make (something) more modern or up to date.
· To log on to the Internet, where you can browse information, view Web sites, retrieve data, and send or receive e-mail. The term "access" comes from the notion that you are accessing a computer system, known as a server, that enables you to connect to other computers and "get online."
· Hyperlink, a reference in an electronic document that lets a user display or activate another document or program
· What you see is what you get
· Rich Site Summary  is a family of web feed formats used to publish frequently updated works—such as blog entries, news headlines, audio, and video—in a standardized format.
· A name for someone who is even newer than a newbie
· To transfer a file or files from one computer to another, for example, from a server to your desktop computer. Download is the opposite of upload.
· (pronounced: at -or- the at sign -or- the at symbol) The "at" sign or  "@" symbol is now such an integral part of the Internet, it deserves  special recognition. Located on top of the "2" on most computer keyboards (using the shift command), it is primarily used to separate the domain name and the user name in an e-mail address.
